NOTES FROM POTOMAC COUNCIL MEETING

9:00 a.m.  Mr. Evans, Acting Potomac Council (PC) Chair, opened the meeting.

A motion (Hart – Evans)  passed to approve the minutes of last meeting as amended. 

Fiscal Year 2003 DCR Grant to Potomac Council

Mr. Evans reported he and Mark Aveni had a meeting on June 6, 2002 with Ms. Miora Croghan of the Department of Conservation & Recreation (DCR), and several members of her staff to discuss the PC Grant for fiscal year 2003.  He also noted the PC owes DCR a written response to a series of questions posed by DCR.  The questions were concerning certain expenses incurred by the PC and Potomac Watershed Roundtable (PWR).  Debbie Cross noted that the questions posed by DCR were specifically concerning line items on invoices from the PC/PWR Coordinator, Bill Dickinson. Mr. Aveni said the wording of the grant deliverables are excessive specifically the administrative details and suggested it be modified before being submitted.  He also suggested using electronic medium more.  A motion (Packard – Nohe) passed to have Mr. Evans move on the Fiscal Year 2003 DCR Grant application.  It was also agreed that the grant would be circulated to the entire council for review and comment before being submitted.

PC Financial Status Report

Mr. Evans reported the PC will have approximately $32,000 for FY 2003.  Of this amount, $3,881.09 is being held back by DCR pending the PC response to DCR’s questions.  There will be $17,500 of new grant funds, and $10,205.00 carried forward from FY 2002.

Lead District for PC/PWR

Mr. Evans reported that the Prince William SWCD would be stepping down as lead district for the PC/PWR.  He stated that the Northern Virginia SWCD was willing to assume this role.  A motion (Nohe-Packard) passed making the Northern Virginia SWCD the lead district for the PC/PWR.  As lead district, Northern Virginia will be responsible for the bookkeeping tasks of the PC.

Handling of PC/PWR Administrative Tasks

Because of budget constraints, Mr. Evans discussed a plan where several of the administrative tasks handled in the past by the PC/PWR coordinator would now be handled by districts. The plan calls for four districts to take on several of the administrative tasks of the quarterly PC/PWR meetings, with each district being responsible for one meeting each.  The tasks include, providing a site for the meeting, providing lunch and refreshments, taking and transcribing minutes, and copying and mailings.  The 4 districts who have expressed an interest in participating are Northern Virginia, Tri-County/City, Northern Neck, and John Marshall.  Mr. Evans said the amount of money to be distributed for these services is still under consideration, however, a preliminary range of $1,600.00 to $2,000.00 per meeting was mentioned.  Diane Hoffman, Northern Virginia District Administrator and Jennifer Krick, John Marshall District Manager are helping with this detail.
