Quarterly Meeting – July 11, 2003

Council Chairman Martin Nohe called the meeting to order at 9:05 a.m.  Those present were:

Approval of Minutes.  A motion (Evans- Gilbert) passed to approve the minutes of the April 4, 2003 meeting as distributed.

Financial Report.  Mr. Kokales distributed the financial report, prepared by the Northern Virginia SWCD.  The balance of funds on July 11, 2003 was $13,766.10.  The $2,321.33 that was being held in reserve from last year’s grant has been released by DCR to the Council and is included in the balance.  $7.85 was earned in interest and $1,500 was received to support Potomac Forum III.   Forum expenses were $1,965.97 and administration and meeting expenses were $3,000.  A motion (Boland-Johnson) passed to accept the July financial report.
Request for financial support for Beef Conservation Field Day.   Robert Shoemaker requested $200 to support the Beef Conservation Field Day, which will be held  October 10 in  Fauquier County.  There will be a nutrient demonstration.  Both the Council and Roundtable would be listed on the brochure as sponsors.  The Council agreed by consensus to approve the $200 contribution.
Charter and By-Law Changes.  A motion (Evans-Johnson) passed unanimously to amend the Council Charter and By-Laws by approving the changes discussed at the April 4 meeting.

Congressional Grant.  Jim Boland suggested tracking the progress of the request Mrs.Gross made through Congressman Moran’s office for a grant to conduct a public outreach campaign on protecting water quality.  Mr. Nohe and Mrs. Hoffman said they would follow up with Mrs. Gross. Of particular interest is the language which names the federal agency that will be made responsible for administering the grant.

Future meeting dates and hosts.  Mr. Nohe reaffirmed that the Loudoun SWCD will host the October 3, 2003 meeting and the Prince William SWCD will host the January 9, 2004 meeting.  Council members volunteered to host the following PC and PWR meetings (dates given are tentative, pending consultation with the Roundtable):  

April 9-Northern Virginia

July 9-Northern Neck

October 8-John Marshall

January 2005-Tri-County/City.  

The Council needs to talk with the PWR chair about the specific meeting dates.

Potomac Forum III – August 8, 2003.   Mr. Johnson reported 100 copies of the Potomac Forum III brochure will be sent to each SWCD for distribution.  NVSWCD will handle the registration.  Also, NVSWCD will update a mailing list of about 500 names, created in previous years, and will mail brochures to those individuals.  

Nominating Committee.  Mr. Nohe said at the October meeting, he would like to appoint a nominating committee for the positions of Council Chair and Vice Chair.  These officers will be elected at the annual meeting in December. 

Annual Meeting.   The annual meeting will be held on Sunday, December 7 at 5:00 p.m. at the Sheraton Hotel in Richmond.  Mrs. Cross will work with the VASWCD to secure a room for the meeting.  Mr. Evans volunteered to host a reception in his suite after the meeting, if his suite will accommodate it.   Mr. Evans said the VASWCD auction will be live this year; he urged everyone to support it; proceeds from the auction support the Educational Foundation.

Next Meeting. Mr. Nohe noted the next meeting will be October 3, 2003 in Leesburg.

Adjournment.  A motion (Johnson-Boland) passed to adjourn the meeting at 9:50.
