Approval of Minutes.  A motion (Hart-Trimble) passed to waive the reading of the minutes.  A motion (Boland-Hart) passed to approve the minutes of the July 11, 2003 meeting as distributed.

Financial Report.  Mr. Kokales distributed the financial report, prepared by the Northern Virginia SWCD.  The balance of funds on October 3, 2003 was $14,718.55.  Revenues include interest and registrations for Potomac Forum III.  Expenses include payment of Forum expenses, the October PWR meeting and a reimbursement request from Northern Neck. Mr. Kokales reported that once all expenses are paid, the net profit from Potomac Forum III will be $1,298.98. 

Potomac Forum III.  Thank you notes were sent to GMU, the caterers and the speakers.  Notes need to be sent to the sponsors (Action).  Mr. Nohe said the Council appreciated the excellent work of the committee.  Given the extent of work that has been done to plan and hold the annual Forums, Mr. Aveni suggested holding one every two or three years.  

Appointment of Nominating Committee.  Mr. Nohe appointed Sam Johnson and Jim Boland to the Nominating Committee.  The committee will meet after the November 4 elections to nominate candidates for Chair and Vice Chair (Action).   The election will take place at the annual meeting in December. 

Representatives and Alternates for 2004.  Mrs. Cross will email each district office and chairman, asking that representatives and alternates for 2004 be appointed (Action).  The representative must be a director.  The alternate may be a director, associate or staff member.  Each district should send this information to Mrs. Cross, Mr. Nohe and Mrs. Hoffman (Action).  

Congressional Grant.  Mrs. Hoffman reported that there still was no word on the grant request that Mrs.Gross made through Congressman Moran’s office.  The grant is for $100,000 to conduct a public outreach campaign on protecting water quality.

Annual Meeting – December 7, 2003.  The annual meeting will be held on Sunday, December 7 at 5:00 p.m. at the Sheraton Hotel in Richmond.   Mrs. Cross will work with the VASWCD to secure a room for the meeting (Action).  Mr. Evans volunteered to host a reception in his hospitality suite after the meeting.
