Approval of Minutes.  A motion (Tudor-Johnson) passed to approve the minutes of the December 4, 2005 annual meeting.

Financial Report.  

(  Mrs. Hoffman distributed copies of the quarterly financial report, covering the period from December 5, 2005 through January 6, 2006.  A $2,535 grant reimbursement from DCR for expenses during the first quarter was received.  Expenses of $3,692.14 included quarterly Council, Roundtable, and meeting support, website maintenance, copying and mailing costs, and annual meeting expenses.  The balance of funds on January 6, 2006 was $6,121.32. 
(  The second quarter grant report and request for reimbursement will be prepared and sent to DCR.   
(  The $100 stipends will be sent to the six member districts to cover travel expenses associated with the Council and Roundtable. 

(  The Council will recommend to the Roundtable Chair that requests for funding assistance be sent to the member jurisdictions.

(  The Council paid for reprinting two copies of the six-minute excerpt from Dave Eckert’s video about the Occoquan River, Reclaiming Our Water.  One copy was given to UOSA and the other is available for any district to borrow.  Mrs. Hoffman will give the copy to Mrs. Cross to facilitate its use.
(  Mrs. Cross said that a $3,000 check from DCR should be sent soon to reimburse the Council for Potomac Forum IV expenses.   Mrs. Hoffman will bring a copy of the Forum IV financial report to the next meeting.   
Education Initiative.  Mr. Johnson offered to work on the education proposal made by Mr. Hart at the October quarterly meeting.  A motion (Johnson-Hart) passed to coordinate a group that is interested in pursuing an education program.  One component might be developing a mission statement for watersheds.  An effort should be made to work with the Roundtable members.   
Adjournment.  The next meeting will be in Colonial Beach, hosted by the Northern Neck SWCD.  Mrs. Ormsby adjourned the meeting at 10:30 a.m.
