Financial Report.  
· Mrs. Hoffman distributed copies of the quarterly financial report, covering the period from January 6 through March 31, 2007.  A $2,716.32 grant reimbursement for October-December 2006 was received from DCR.  Expenses of $3,012.00 included quarterly Council, Roundtable, and meeting support, website maintenance, payment of $587.00 to Prince William SWCD for the January meeting and $325 to Northern Neck SWCD for the April meeting.  The balance of funds on March 31, 2007 was $14,057.44.  
· Mrs. Hoffman prepared the quarterly report to DCR and requested reimbursement for the first quarter of the 2007 grant.  
Potomac Forum V.  Mr. Johnson reported that the Planning Committee is moving forward with an agenda, inviting speakers and exhibiters, and making arrangements for the August 10 Forum at the George Mason University Prince William campus.  He reviewed the proposed agenda items, which cover land conservation strategies from the state, local government, and private sector perspectives.

PWR By-Law Amendment.  Mrs. Ormsby reviewed the amendment to the Roundtable’s by-laws, which received first approval at the January meeting and will be considered for second approval at the April meeting.
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Roundtable Membership Committee.  Mrs. Ormsby suggested that the Membership Committee meet after the Roundtable’s by-law amendment receives second approval, perhaps during lunch at today’s meeting.  
Next Meeting and Adjournment.  The next meeting will be on Friday, June 15, at the Frederick P. Griffith, Jr. Water Treatment Facility in Laurel Hill, hosted by the Northern Virginia SWCD and Fairfax Water.  Mrs. Ormsby adjourned the meeting at 10:00 a.m.
