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Quarterly Meeting

Council Chairman Sally Ormsby called the meeting to order at 9:10 a.m.  Those present were:

Approval of Minutes.  Three corrections were made to the December meeting minutes:  the correct spelling of Rex Rexrode, the addition of J.C. Berger to the list of attendees, and on page 2 under “Potomac Forum V” it should read “may be held at the GMU Prince William campus.”  A motion (Hart-Tudor) passed to approve the minutes of the December 3, 2006 annual meeting, as corrected.
Financial Report.  
· Mrs. Hoffman distributed copies of the quarterly financial report, covering the period from December 2, 2006 through January 5, 2007.  Expenses of $2,829.34 included quarterly Council, Roundtable, and meeting support, website maintenance, annual meeting supplies (paper goods, refreshments), and office supplies (copies, envelopes and stamps).  There were no revenues for this period.   The balance of funds on January 5, 2007 was $13,978.12.  
· Mrs. Hoffman will prepare the quarterly report to DCR and request reimbursement for the sixth and final quarter of the 2005-2006 grant from DCR.  

· The grant proposal for 2007 was submitted to DCR on December 8, 2006.  It included $12,000 for Council and Roundtable support, $2,000 for the LID Work Group, and $2,000 for Potomac Forum V.  A motion (Hart-Johnson) passed to endorse the addition of $2,000 (support for the Forum) to the grant proposal that had been approved at the October 6 meeting.
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Meeting Schedule and Host Districts for 2007.   The tentative schedule for 2007 is:

· January 5 – Prince William SWCD

· April 13 – Northern Neck SWCD

· June 15 – Tri-County/City SWCD

· October 5 – Northern Virginia SWCD 
Since the June 15 meeting is scheduled for the same day as the Tri-County/City SWCD board meeting, other dates for the meeting were discussed.  It was decided to discuss the schedule at the Roundtable meeting that followed.

Potomac Forum V.  Mr. Johnson reported that the Planning Committee held its initial meeting.  The focus of the Forum will be land conservation.  Mr. Nohe has been asked to help secure a meeting site at George Mason University, Prince William County campus.  
Roundtable Membership Committee.  Mrs. Ormsby distributed the report of the Membership Committee, which recommended minor adjustments to the member positions for several of the community of interest groups, and added a new one for Waste Management and Recycling.   These modifications would require a by-law change.  The Roundtable will be asked to consideration the first and second approval of a by-law change at its January and April meetings.  Mrs. Ormsby said that a member selection process is needed for the Roundtable’s stakeholder groups that represent the several communities of interest.  The report of the Membership Committee suggested using a public process that included reaching out to appropriate groups, receiving recommendations, evaluating candidates, and submitting recommendations to the Roundtable for approval.  It recommended that all nominations go through the Membership Committee to ensure balanced and equal consideration
Legislative Issues.   Mrs. Ormsby said that letters were sent to General Assembly Delegates encouraging them to support tree preservation legislation and the establishment of a stormwater faculty position at Virginia Tech.  At the October Roundtable meeting, Glenn Harvey had suggested a legislative item to encourage substantially more funding to upgrade wastewater treatment plants.  There was a discussion about adding this item.  It will be discussed at the Roundtable meeting.    
Next Meeting and Adjournment.  The next meeting will be on Friday, April 13, at the Town Center in Colonial Beach, hosted by the Northern Neck SWCD.  Mrs. Ormsby adjourned the meeting at 10:00 a.m.
