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Quarterly Meeting

Council Chairman Sally Ormsby called the meeting to order at 9:10 a.m.  Those present were:

Approval of Minutes.  Hearing no corrections, Mrs. Ormsby said the minutes of the April 13, 2007 meeting were accepted without objection.
Financial Report.  
· Mrs. Hoffman reviewed the quarterly financial report, covering the period from March 31 through June 15, 2007.  A $2,687.00 grant reimbursement for January-March 2007 was received from DCR.  Expenses of $2,799.95 included quarterly Council, Roundtable, and meeting support, website maintenance, the stipend for the June meeting, a payment of $228.18 to Northern Neck SWCD for additional expenses for the April 13 meeting, and $145.87 for food and beverages at the May 7 LID Field Day at WSSI.  The balance of funds on June 15, 2007 was $13,945.39.  
· Mrs. Hoffman reported that Mike Rolband asked that instead of reimbursing WSSI for the lunch and refreshments it provided for the May 7 Field Day, a donation be made to Dr. Tess Wynn at VA Tech to be used to further LID research.  Mrs. Hoffman said WSSI spent approximately $1,000 and suggested sending a donation of $750.  The Council agreed that it would be a good an appropriate use of the grant funds allocated to support LID work.    
· In July, Mrs. Hoffman will prepare the second quarter report and reimbursement request to DCR.   
Potomac Forum V.  Mr. Johnson thanked Christin Jolicoeur for creating the brochure/registration form for Potomac Forum V.  He said that the agenda is set and all speakers are confirmed.  He is 
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awaiting confirmation from several exhibitors.  Mr. Slusser said NVRC will provide a brief update on the status of the LID Supplement to the Northern Virginia BMP Handbook, which will be given by Marty Nohe at the beginning of the afternoon session.  VA Tech will print 3,000 copies during the next two weeks.  NVSWCD will send a general mailing, and a supply will be distributed to each SWCD for local distribution.  Copies will be available for meetings and events during July.  Mrs. Ormsby noted that emails recently received from Mrs. Cross asked that all SWCDs help to update the Potomac Forum mailing list and to volunteer to take on one task at the Forum.  Mr. Johnson said that several Districts have volunteered to help.  The tasks of liaison with the caterer and trash management are still available.     
PWR Membership Commitee.  Mrs. Ormsby said the Roundtable membership committee has been working on a policy and procedure for identifying, recommending, and approving the Roundtable members.  She noted that the three-year terms for those members who are appointed by jurisdictions, SWCDs, and by consensus of the four planning district commissions, all began on January 2007.  They are due for reappointment for a term beginning January 2010.  The Council agreed that all members and alternates for the other stakeholder member positions should be appointed or reappointed for three-year terms beginning January 2008.  The next three-year term for these members would begin January 2011.  It was agreed that recommendations should be submitted to the Roundtable officers by September 1 for consideration and appointment at the October meeting, to become effective on January 1.  The membership committee should work year-round to make recommendations for filling vacancies in unexpired terms.  Mrs. Ormsby reviewed the list of stakeholder members and the stakeholder groups that might be contacted to suggest candidates for new members.  She noted the progress made so far to identify candidates and the work that still needed to be done.  Also, she asked for some changes in the way the Roundtable Roster is printed.  
Next Meeting and Adjournment.  The next meeting will be on Friday, October 5, hosted by the Tri-County City SWCD.  Mrs. Ormsby adjourned the meeting at 10:00 a.m.
