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Chairman Sally Ormsby called the meeting to order at 9:10 a.m.  Those present were:

Approval of Minutes.  A motion (Tudor-Kelley) passed to approve the minutes of the January 4, 2008 meeting.  Mr. Peterson noted the misspelling of Mr. Knapp’s name, which will be corrected.
Financial Report.  Mrs. Hoffman said the grant proposal of $13,000 for 2008 was approved by DCR.  It is less than the grant for 2007; however, several of the quarterly expense items were reduced and the Council will not need to support a Forum, nor will the LID Work Group be continued in 2008.   She reviewed the financial report for the first quarter of 2008 (January through March).  A $2,935 grant reimbursement for the fourth quarter of 2007 (October-December) was received from DCR.  Expenses of $2,914.16 included supplies for the annual meeting in December and the plaque for Sam Johnson.  Some of these expenses were covered by the 2007 grant and the rest came from other money in the Council’s account.  Other expenses included the quarterly Council and Roundtable support, website maintenance, additional costs incurred by Tri-County City for the October 2007 meeting, and the host district stipend for the April meeting.  The balance of funds on April 4, 2008 was $16,980.52.   Mrs. Hoffman will prepare and send the first quarter report and reimbursement request to DCR.  Also, the travel stipends for the six SWCDs, as outlined in the 2008 grant, will be distributed during the next quarter.
PWR Membership Committee.  Mrs. Ormsby said that candidates were needed for the Boating and Fishing stakeholder positions – 2 members and 2 alternates.  Mr. Kelley and Mrs. Kurpiel said they would check with sources within these communities of interest, from both recreation and industry, in the Stafford County-Fredericksburg and Northern Neck areas for suggestions.  Also needed are: an alternate for Construction, Development and Real Estate; an alternate for Agriculture and Forestry; a second member and two alternates for Waste Management and Recycling; an alternate for Water Utilities; and a second member from the General Assembly.  Mrs. Kurpiel said she would look into potential candidates for the waste management and water utility positions.
Mr. Peterson suggested inviting Fritz Knapp, the new VASWCD Executive Director to a Roundtable meeting.  Mrs. Hoffman said she would provide him with an overview and add him to the email distribution list. 
District Activities.  Mrs. Ormsby recalled that at the January meeting, those present shared information about activities in their districts.  She said it always is useful to learn from others and that often districts have similar problems.  Northern Neck: Mr. Kelly said that 500 children participated in Agricultural Day in Northern Neck.  He said the district is concerned about how to handle the change in computer support by NRCS.  Mr. Peterson said VASWCD formed a committee in February to help look into the issue.  Mrs. Hoffman noted that doing conservation planning using NRCS’s TookKit is the way the information gets recorded in the NRCS progress report.  John Marshall:  Mr. Tudor said that a recent article in a magazine, which is distributed county-wide, provided some good publicity for JMSWCD’s work on TMDLs.  He also described Fauquier County’s excellent recycling facility.  
Virginia Watersheds Alliance.  Mr. Vanover said he attended the Virginia Watersheds Alliance (VAWA) meeting at the Virginia Environment Conference.  Unfortunately only 4 of the 13 Roundtables were represented.  VAWA would like to generate better representation.  It was suggested that Mr. Vanover check with Mrs. Gross and also that it would be reasonable to include Mrs. Gross, Mr. Nohe and Mrs. Hoffman on VAWA’s contact list.  
Next Meeting and Adjournment.  The next quarterly meeting will be held on July 11, 2008 in Prince William County.  Mrs. Ormsby adjourned the meeting at 9:57 a.m.
