Approval of Minutes.  A motion passed to approve the minutes of the April 4, 2008 meeting.  
Financial Report.  Mrs. Hoffman reviewed the financial report for the second quarter of 2008 (April through June).  A $2,598.37 grant reimbursement for the first quarter was received from DCR.  Expenses of $4,201.07 included the quarterly Council and Roundtable support, website maintenance, additional costs incurred by JMSWCD for the January meeting, additional costs incurred by NVSWCD for the April meeting, the host district stipend to PWSWCD for the July 11 meeting, postage expenses, and travel stipends distributed to the six SWCDs.  The balance of funds on July 11, 2008 was $15,377.82.   Mrs. Hoffman will prepare and send the second quarter report and reimbursement request to DCR.  
PWR Membership Committee.  Mrs. Ormsby said that candidates still were needed for the Boating and Fishing stakeholder positions – 2 members and 2 alternates.  Mr. Hunt said he would check with the Coastal Conservation Association and perhaps the Fredericksburg Fly Fishermen regarding the fishing interest, and with the Power Squadron regarding boating interests.  Mrs. Kurpiel said she would check with the American Canoe Association regarding boating interests.  Mr. Slusser said he would check with Alexandria Seaport Foundation.  Other suggestions included Bass Masters and checking with Stuart McKenzie for fishing and boating interests in Northern Neck.  Ms. Thacker said she would check with several Extension Agents for leads for an alternate for the Agriculture stakeholder position.  Mrs. Hoffman said she would check with Angler Environmental regarding the alternate position for the Construction, Development, and Real Estate.  Mrs. Kurpiel said she would

look into potential candidates for the Waste Management position.  Senator Richard Stuart, who represents the 28th District, was suggested for the General Assembly member position vacated by Rob Wittman.
