Minutes.  Lacking a quorum, approval of the minutes for the January 9 meeting was deferred to the July meeting. 
Financial Report.  Mrs. Hoffman reviewed the financial report, covering January 9 through April 3.  $2,225.00 in expenses included the quarterly stipends for administration and web maintenance, additional expenses incurred for the January meeting, and the SWCD stipend for the April meeting.  The balance of funds on April 3, 2009 was $16,780.90.

PWR Membership.   Mrs. Hoffman gave updates on recruiting efforts for the few membership vacancies that remain.  Michael Peny of Angler Environmental will be confirmed as an alternate for the Development, Construction and Real Estate position at the Roundtable meeting.  Mrs. Hoysa (JMSWCD) checked as to whether or not George Fitch, the Mayor of Warrenton, would be interested in participating as the Waste Management and Recycling member.   She reported that he would not be able to participate.  Mr. Kelly said that he was successful in identifying anyone from Virginia’s Waste Management Board. 
Ideas for future Roundtable meetings.  There was a discussion of possible topics for future Roundtable meetings, including: the Watershed Conference in Shepherdstown (Kurpiel); regenerative stormwater conveyances (Slusser); reducing waste and making your operation greener (from Environment Virginia – Vanover).  
Success of the Potomac Watershed Roundtable.  Mrs. Hoffman offered four key components that have contributed to the success of the Roundtable, in terms of membership, engagement, and recognition:  1) established with solid goals, objectives and membership structure, reflected in the by-laws, along with effective recruiting efforts to fill the positions of the first members of the Roundtable; 2) strong leadership/chair; 3) solid administrative support for membership, communication, and programs; 4) grant funding from DCR.
