Approval of Minutes.  A motion (Hunt-Peterson) passed to approve the minutes of the December 7, 2008 annual meeting, as amended, adding Chris Simmons, Loudoun SWCD, to the attendee list.
Recap of December 7 Annual Meeting.  The Council officers for 2009 were elected at the annual meeting in Roanoke.  John Kelley was elected as Chair and Paige Thacker as Vice-Chair.  Mrs. Hoffman expressed appreciation to Debbie Cross, Mary Lou Trimble and Jennifer Hoysa for their help with the Social, which followed the meeting.  Mr. Kelley said he would send a thank you note to Ricky Rash for the use of his suite for the social.  
Meeting Dates and Host Districts for 2009.  Four districts have agreed to host the 2009 meetings:  

January 9 – John Marshall SWCD

April 3 – Northern Virginia SWCD

July 10 – Northern Neck  SWCD

October 2 – Loudoun SWCD

The Prince William SWCD and Tri-County/City SWCD each have a bye in 2009.
Financial Report.  Mrs. Hoffman reviewed the financial report, covering December 5 through January 9.  $2,605.87 in expenses included the quarterly stipends for administration and web maintenance, the stipend to JMSWCD for the January meeting and expenses for the annual meeting, mailing letters to legislators and name tags.  The balance of funds on January 9, 2009 was $15,426.99.  Mrs. Cross said she had received verbal confirmation that DCR has approved the grant request for $13,000 to support the Council and Roundtable in 2009.  Hearing no objection, Mr. Kelley accepted the financial report.
PWR Membership.   Several gave updates on recruiting efforts for the few membership vacancies that remain.  Mrs. Hoffman said that PWR Chair Penny Gross, following up on Mr. Hunt’s suggestion, invited Senator Richard Stuart to be the other General Assembly member, and that he has agreed.  Mrs. Thacker said she was not successful in identifying a candidate to represent the agricultural stakeholder interest.  John Kelley said he would speak to Sam Johnson regarding this position.  Mrs. Hoffman said that Michael Peny of Angler Environmental would be pleased to be either the member or alternate for the Development, Construction and Real Estate position. It was decided to make a recommendation to the Roundtable in April, after determining whether or not Ms. Coya is still representing this interest as a member.  Mrs. Hoffman reported that Ms. Kurpiel contacted the Recycling Board for Stafford and Fredericksburg regarding the Waste Management and Recycling position.  The Board said it had too many commitments to take on membership in the Roundtable at this time.  Mrs. Cross noted that the Mayor of Warrenton, George Fitch, is an enthusiastic advocate for recycling and would make a good candidate to represent this interest as the second Waste Management and Recycling stakeholder member.  Mrs. Cross will ask Mrs. Trimble or Mr. Tudor to inquire about his interest in participating on the Roundtable.  For the Boating and Fishing interest, Ms Kurpiel recommended not asking the American Canoe Association, since it is now located in the Rappahannock watershed.  Mr. Hunt will ask the Coast Guard Auxiliary for suggestions.  Stuart McKenzie had not responded to a request for suggestions. 
Mrs. Hoffman will ask Mr. Hynson if he has any suggestions.    
Potomac Council in 2009.  Mr. Kelley noted that the Council’s Charter (available at www.council.potomacroundtable.org ), is broad in scope.  He invited everyone to review the Charter and to call him with any ideas for the Council to pursue during the coming year.

PWR Meeting Topic.  Mr. Slusser suggested inviting Keith Underwood to a PWR meeting to discuss a stormwater mitigation system he has installed in Maryland.  It involves routing the water through several step pools.  The Center for Watershed Protection is providing design guidance and the University of Maryland is conducting studies at the site.
The next meeting of the Potomac Council will be held on April 3, 2009 in Fairfax. The host District will be the Northern Virginia SWCD.
