Minutes.  Hearing no objections, the chair accepted the January 9, 2009 Minutes as presented.  A motion (Peterson-Hunt) passed (3-0) to approve the Minutes of the April 3, 2009 meeting with the change of “John Gagnon” to “Johna Gagnon.” (Following the conclusion of the meeting, another typo was noted and changed in the official minutes – under “ PWR Membership,” last sentence, add the word “not” so that it reads,  “Mr. Kelley said that he was not successful in identifying anyone . . .”)
Financial Report.  Mrs. Hoffman reviewed the financial reports ending on April 3 and on July 9.  Income was from DCR grant reimbursements, and expenses were the normal budgeted expenses for the first half of the calendar year.  The balance of funds on July 9, 2009 was $17, 120.90.  A motion (Peterson-Hunt) passed (3-0) to accept and file for audit the financial reports for April 3 and July 9, 2009.  
PWR Membership.  Mr. Hunt said he would continue to explore potential members and alternates for the Fishing and Boating stakeholder positions, including contacting the Power Squadron.  Mr. Kelley also will continue to seek interested members among the Fishing and Boating community, as well as a possible Agriculture and Forestry alternate.  Mrs. Hoffman will ask Conrad Mehan for leads for possible members among the Waste Management and Recycling industry.    
Announcements.  Mr. Peterson made several announcements:  Agriculture Secretary Vilsack has named Ann Mills as Under Secretary for Natural Resources and Environment.  NACD has chosen a new CEO, Doug Loudenslager from Ohio, who has been serving as COO of the National Future Farmers of America.  The NACD legislative meeting will be held in Washington DC on July 17-19.  Mr. Peterson serves as the NACD representative from Virginia.  He said that NACD is responding to the need to reduce staff by consolidating staff at the regional level.  
Adjournment.  Mr. Kelley adjourned the meeting at 9:40.  The next meeting will be held on October 2, 2009.
