Approval of Minutes.  Without objection, Mr. Kelley approved the Minutes of the January 8, 2010 Meeting, which was held at Loudoun Water.
Financial Report.  Mrs. Hoffman reviewed the financial report for January through March 2010.  The fourth quarter reimbursement from DCR was received, and normal disbursements were made.  The balance of funds on April 9, 2010 was $16,198.54.  

PWR Membership.   Mrs. Hoffman distributed copies of the Roundtable Roster.  She said that in response to letters sent earlier by the Roundtable, all fifteen jurisdictions and the six SWCDs have appointed or reappointed their members and alternates.  New members include James Mullen, Member, and Travis Quesenberry, Alternate, from King George County, and Harry Crisp, Alternate, from Stafford County.  Diane Hoffman has been appointed as the NVSWCD Alternate.  The only vacant positions are in Stakeholder Interests: 
· a second Alternate (agriculture) for Agriculture and Forestry; 

· another Alternate for Construction and Development; 

· the two Members and two Alternates for Fishing and Boating; and, 
· a second Member and two Alternates for Waste Management and Recycling. 
Soil and Water Quality Conservation Plans.  Mr. Hunt noted that in order to comply with the new Chesapeake Bay Preservation Act requirements, SWCDs will need to check tax records in order to identify properties in agricultural use, and then will need to develop soil and water quality conservation plans for these lands.  This will greatly increase SWCD workloads.  He said that SWCDs need a clearer interpretation of what is expected.  Mrs. Hoffman noted that after CBLAD funding was eliminated, which supported the Agricultural Water Quality Specialists who develop soil and water quality conservation plans, both Prince William and Northern Virginia have received county funding to support their AWQSs, which has allowed them to continue to prepare SWQC plans and to provide technical assistance to agricultural land managers. 

The next meeting of the Potomac Council will be held on July 9, 2010.  Mr. Kelley adjourned the meeting at 9:25 a.m.
