Recap of December 6 Annual Meeting.  Mr. Hunt reported on the Council’s Annual Meeting, December 6, 2009, in Richmond.  The Council received a written report from John Peterson, Chair of the Nominating Committee, recommending John Kelley (NNSWCD) as Chair and Bob Hunt (TCCSWCD) as Vice Chair for the 2010 term.  The Council elected Mr. Kelley and Mr. Hunt as its officers for 2010.  Each District reported on a highlight from 2009.  The Social that followed the Annual Meeting was held in conjunction with the VASWCD Sponsors Reception in the president’s suite.
Approval of Minutes.  A motion (Hunt-Christian) passed (4-0) to approve the minutes of the July 10, 2009 meeting at Stratford Hall and the December 6, 2009 annual meeting in Richmond.

Meeting Dates and Host Districts for 2010.  Four districts have been asked to host the 2010 meetings:

Financial Report.  Mrs. Hoffman reviewed the financial reports for July 10, 2009, October 2, 2009, and January 8, 2010.  The balance of funds on January 8, 2010 was $14,234.07.  A motion (Christian-Hoysa) passed (4-0) to approve the July 10, October 2 and January 8 financial reports.  Mrs. Hoffman provided a copy of the financial report distributed at the annual meeting that summarized how the DCR grant funds were expended in 2009.  Mr. Vanover said DCR has approved the grant request for $13,000 to support the Council and Roundtable activities in 2010. 
PWR Membership.   Mr. Hunt said he has asked several organizations, but has not been successful in recruiting candidates for the Fishing and Boating member and alternate positions.  Mr. Hoysa said he would check with Trout Unlimited.  Mr. Hunt asked for a list of all currently vacant positions on the Roundtable.
DCR-CBLAD meetings with Tidewater area SWCDs in January.  Mr. Vanover said that the 12 tidewater area SWCDs have received a letter from DCR, inviting appropriate staff and directors to a meeting to discuss SWCD maintained data for agricultural land and agricultural practices in localities’ Chesapeake Bay Preservation Areas.  The goal is to help DCR-CBLAD gain a better understanding of information sources maintained by districts and assistance provided by districts to local governments and land owners.  There will be three meetings held throughout the state on January 21, 22 and 25.  
The next meeting of the Potomac Council will be held on April 9, 2010.  Mr. Hunt will check to see if Tri-County/City SWCD will be able to host the meeting.
