Potomac Council Meeting
October 8, 2010

John Kelley called the meeting to order at 9:15 a.m.  Those present were:

Approval of Minutes.  Hearing no objections, Mr. Kelley accepted the Minutes of the July 9, 2010 Meeting as drafted. 
Financial Report.  Mrs. Hoffman reviewed the financial report for July through September 2010.  The second quarter reimbursement from DCR was received, and normal disbursements were made.  This included the annual stipends to the six SWCDs to cover their representatives’ travel expenses to the four quarterly meetings.  The balance of funds on October 8, 2010 was $14,514.54.   A motion (Hunt-Christian) passed (4-0) to accept and file for audit the Financial Report for October 8, 2010.  Mrs. Hoffman will draft and submit the third quarter report to DCR.
SWCD Council Representatives for 2011.  Mrs. Hoffman will send an email to the member districts reminding them to appoint their representatives and alternates for 2011.
2011 Host Districts.  Following the normal rotation, the districts that would host the quarterly meetings in 2011 would be Prince William SWCD, Northern Virginia SWCD, John Marshall SWCD and Tri-County/City SWCD.  However, Northern Neck SWCD and Loudoun SWCD are welcome to host a meeting, particularly if any of the other districts are not able to host one.  Mrs. Hoffman will coordinate among the districts and present a schedule at the Council’s Annual Meeting in December. 
2011 Potomac Council Officers.  Once the six districts have appointed their representatives for 2011, John Peterson will poll the representatives, as he has done in the past, regarding the nomination of officers for 2011.  

Potomac Council Annual Meeting.  The Council will hold its Annual Meeting on Sunday, December 5 at 6:30 p.m. at the Hotel Roanoke.  Mrs. Hoffman said that VASWCD has invited the Council to combine its annual Social with the VASWCD Sponsor’s Reception on Sunday evening, as was done last year.  The event would be on Sunday evening at 7:30, immediately following the Council’s Annual Meeting.  The Council agreed to this arrangement.  The Potomac Council will contribute $100 towards the food and the SWCDs that are members of the Council will be asked to contribute beverages, as they have done in the past. 
Roundtable Member – Fishing and Boating Stakeholder Interest.  Mrs. Hoffman reported that Woody Hynson, the Westmoreland County member of the Roundtable, has invited Margaret Ransone of Bevans Seafood to attend the October 8 Roundtable meeting.  He has indicated that
she may be interested in becoming a stakeholder member representing the Fishing and Boating interest.  A motion (Christian-Hunt) passed (4-0) to invite Margaret Ransone to become a member of the Roundtable, representing the Fishing and Boating stakeholder interest, if she is interested in serving in this capacity. 
Stakeholder Interest Members.  The terms of the Roundtable’s Stakeholder Interest members and alternates end on December 31, 2010.  Their next three-year terms will begin on January 1, 2011.  The Potomac Council acts as the Roundtable’s membership committee.  Mrs. Hoffman drafted a recommendation from the Council to the Roundtable to follow the course of action that has been used in the past:  1) ask the two Planning District Commissions and the several Water and Wastewater Utilities to decide among themselves the members and alternates who will represent their interests on the Roundtable for the next term; 2) the Roundtable Chair invite the two members representing the General Assembly to continue their membership on the Roundtable; 3) the Roundtable Chair invite the current members and alternates representing the other stakeholder interests to continue to serve for another three-year term, or to assist the Roundtable in identifying and recommending someone else.  They are: Agriculture and Forestry; Construction, Development and Real Estate; Environment; Waste Management and Recycling; and Citizen of the Watershed.  (current members are listed in the membership roster, which is posted on the website)  A motion (Hunt-Christian) passed (4-0) to send the recommendation to the Roundtable, as drafted.  

WQIF Grants.  Mr. Slusser suggested that the Council send letters of support for projects relevant to the interests of the Council and Roundtable that are being proposed for WQIF grants.  Mrs. Hoffman noted that the grant applications are due in three weeks, on November 1.  She suggested that Council representatives, who would like to recommend a letter of support from the Potomac Council for a WQIF grant application, circulate the grant proposal to the representatives and alternates on the Council, asking for approval for such a letter.  Upon approval by at least four districts, the representative should send a draft letter to Mrs. Hoffman to finalize and send to the requesting district, person or organization for inclusion in its grant application package.  Mr. Vanover said DCR will coordinate earlier next year, so that the process of seeking Council support for WQIF grant proposals can be started earlier.  The next RFP for WQIF grants will be issued in July 2011.  
Mr. Kelley adjourned the meeting at 9:50 a.m.
