Approval of Minutes.  Hearing no objections, Mr. Kelley accepted the minutes of the January 7, 2011 meeting.   
Financial Report.  Mrs. Hoffman presented the financial report for the 1st Quarter, January-March 2011.  Reimbursement was received from DCR for CY 2010 4th Quarter expenses.  CY 2011 1st Quarter expenses included the usual expenditures for Roundtable and meeting support. The balance on April 1, 2011 was $16,258.28.  The grant request to DCR for funding to support the work of the Council and Roundtable in CY 2011 has been approved.  A motion (Christian-Hoffman) passed (3-0) to receive the April 1, 2011 financial report.   
PWR Membership.   Mrs. Hoffman reported that Senator Stuart and almost all of the Roundtable Members and Alternates representing Stakeholder Communities of Interest have agreed to continue to serve for another three-year term, beginning January 2011.  The four Planning District Commissions have named Deidre Clark, with the Rappahannock-Rapidan PDC, to fill the PDC member position on the Roundtable.  Stuart McKenzie will continue as the alternate.  Darrel Pendris resigned his Agriculture and Forestry alternate member position, in which he represented the forestry interest.  He sent a complimentary letter, highlighting the value of participating in the Roundtable.  Mrs. Hoffman shared the letter with DCR, which forwarded it to the EPA, the source of funding provided to the Roundtable.  Harry Atherton has resigned his Agriculture and Forestry member position.  It was suggested that Mrs. Hoffman ask the Blue Ridge Cattlemen’s Association and the Virginia Farm Bureau for suggestions for potential candidates from the agricultural community for the Agriculture and Forestry member and alternate positions.  Margaret Ransone, of Bevans Oyster Company has not responded to the invitation to fill the Fishing and Boating member position.  Woody Hynson has indicated that Mrs. Ransone would like to become a member, probably after the fall elections.  Hence, her invitation will remain open.   
Council Officers.  Council officer terms and a succession process were discussed.  

A motion (Christian-Hoffman) passed to adjourn.  Mr. Kelley adjourned the meeting at 9:35 a.m.
